EUROGRESS is a modern conference centre with an 
ideal location close to the historic centre of Aachen. The 
famous cathedral and the house of the Lord Mayor are 
just 10 minutes walk away. Many pubs and stylish res-
taurants around the venue will make your stay an unfor-
gettable experience.

Relaxation of a 
different, more peaceful kind can be found at the nearby 
hot springs.

Two un-
derground parking lots mean cars can be left conven-
iently, while the city centre is only five minutes walk 
away. More opportunities for sightseeing, sporting activi-
ties, etc, are available in Aachen or one of the neigh-
bouring countries.

It has 
everything that a European metropolitan city may need, 
with a long history which is apparent everywhere, from 
the traces of the Romans and the emperor cathedral of 
"Charlemagne" to the magnificent city hall from the 14

Because of its many pedestrian zones you can 
explore Aachen comfortably on foot. Whether you are 
coming for a shopping spree, a health treatment or a 
conference, Aachen will welcome you with its sparkling 
variety, international flair and the hot springs.

Aachen is ideally placed to accommodate COMPUMAG 
2007. The city regularly hosts large conferences with up 
to 3000-4000 participants. It has splendid facilities, such 
as the EUROGRESS Congress Centre, to fulfil the re-
quirements of any event. The city is also well prepared 
in terms of hotel accommodation. Aachen is conven-
iently located with good connections to international 
airports: Maastricht-Aachen (Netherland) 35 km, Co-
logne-Bonn 85 km, Düsseldorf 90 km, Mönchenglad-
bach 65 km, Liège (Belgium) 50 km and Brussels (Bel-
gium) 140 km. Frequent train connections are available 
too. Nearly all places of interest around Aachen are 
easily accessible using public transport. Brussels can be 
reached by train in 1.5 hours, Düsseldorf in 60 minutes, 
Cologne within 45 minutes. London is less then 5 hours 
away by high-speed train and a trip to Paris takes ap-
proximately 3.5 hours. Public transport is well organized 
and runs frequently.
